Preparing for childbirth: information about the birth itself and basic childcare. Knowledge and skills necessary for creative childcare. Psychology-pedagogy workshops and a support group for young mothers and pregnant women.

 Agenda: 

- information about the child’s psychological development during the first year of life 

-practical skills for organizing time spent with the child (stimulating development through play and exercises) 

-solving problems typical for women staying home with the child 

 Ten meetings. 

· Workshops for preschool children with symptoms of developmental disharmony, which may later cause difficulties in reading and writing. Preparing for school by improving visual, aural, verbal and motoric functions of the whole body, especially hands, body and space awareness.

There are 22 public infant nurseries in Krakow.

	Nurseries are public healthcare institutions which provide preventive measures and health care for children up to three years of age.

At present there are 22 nurseries run by Krakow municipality (one nursery unit was liquidated in December 2004). They can provide care services for 1600-1700 children. 

Public nursery at Kazimierzowskie Estate is very often mentioned on the E-child forum (cf. informal initiatives category) as a facility providing very good quality of care. 

Children with allergies, diabetes and other illnesses demanding a special diet are admitted but medicines and special diet ingredients must be delivered. 

Mothers have the right to breastfeed but delivering bottled breast milk is not possible, because the facility cannot take responsibility its quality. 

The infant nursery has its own method of accommodating children to their new environment. At first, mothers bring their children for one hour staying with them in the room. Additionally the nursery caretakers are present. The accommodation process lasts two weeks after that the care hours are individually determined for each mother at her convenience. In case of the youngest children, one caretaker cares for 4 children. In groups of older children there is one caretaker per 15-20 children. 

There are extracurricular activities for children: music and rhythm lessons and English lessons twice a week. Parents are charged separately for these activities. There are also activities for parents – psychological workshops, meetings with a speech therapist and a pedagogue, which deliver basic knowledge abort child raising. The infant nursery has many applicants waiting for their child to be admitted.

	The infant nursery is open Monday through Friday from 6 AM to 5 PM – during these hours children may be admitted at a convenient time for the parents.

	cost
	Fee is based on City Council's resolution from year 1998, it is 13% of the average salary, which gives an amount of 117PLN (29, 5 Euro) per month. 

For example the infant nursery charge at Kazimierzowskie Estate nursery is 121,68 PLN = 31,30 Euro/ month + meals 4 PLN= 1,03 Euro/ day.

If a child’s absence is announced in advance, before 8.30 AM – no fee is charge. In case of the parents’ poor financial situation – meal expenses may be partially reimbursed by the Municipal Social Welfare Center.

	Children may attend any unit regardless of their place of residence, in other words one can live in a different city district than the placement of the nursery he/she chooses for his/her children

Kazimierzowskie nursery: the infant nursery is an open facility without residence admission criteria.  The only valid criterion is application order.

	Public kindergartens that are run by the self-government itself. They receive a subsidy amounted to 100% average costs of child maintenance.

	activities/description
	At present Krakow municipality runs 589 units at 111 public kindergartens and 87 pre-school education units at 67 primary schools. During summer vacation 10 emergency kindergartens are open.

Krakow’s kindergarten network (excluding pre-primary units of primary schools) can provide places for about 70 % of children aged 3-6.

Children between 3-6 years old are covered by obligatory pre-school education program. All of the kindergartens implement the pre-school educational program basics. 

They offer as well the facultative extracurricular classes such as: English classes, swimming classes, dancing courses, drama ateliers etc. Those classes are organized usually on the parents’ request and require extra payment. 

The examples of some of those classes are presented below. The most common extracurricular classes: Rhythmic, Pottery, English classes, Dance classes, Art classes, Music classes. 

About 15% of public kindergartens offer as well free facultative extracurricular classes but their offer is very limited. Those classes are typically: art, music and computer courses. Speech therapy and dance classes are also sometimes free of charge. Only religion classes and correction exercises are covered form the city’s budget.

	timetable
	[Data from telephone survey] Kindergartens operate usually for 11 hours a day from 6.00-6.30 Am to 16.30-17.30. Some kindergartens operate until 18.00, one till 18.30 and two till 19.00 (from 14.00 for 5 hours).  

Self-governmental kindergartens in Krakow are flexible in adjusting their working time to parents’ timetables. Working hours may be changed or prolonged on the request of the group of parents. Such change may also occur during the semester.

	cost
	Fee

In Poland children are entitled to 5 hours free of charge care per day, it is an education program basis of pre-school education (this is carried out by public kindergartens). The fee is paid by parents whose children stay in kindergarten longer than 5 hours per day. Children aged six are obliged to go to kindergarten for a one year pre-school preparation.

The rules of payments are regulated by the Decree of the City Council number LXXXIV/723/05 form the 30th of March 2005. The amount of payment is a percent of binding minimal monthly remuneration in the national economy. Currently, the minimal monthly remuneration in Poland is 899, 10 PLN (231,72 Euro).

1. Parent of a child staying in a facility for 5 hours a day or less and not benefiting from the meals provided by the facility is not obliged to make any payments.

 2. Parent of a child staying in a facility for 5 hours a day or less and benefiting from the meals provided by the facility is obliged to make a monthly payment of 9 % of the binding minimal monthly remuneration (899,10 PLN/ 226,5 Euro) which is about 80 PLN (20,61 Euro) 

3. Parent of a disabled child staying in a facility for 5 hours a day or less is obliged to make a monthly payment of 2 % of the binding minimal monthly remuneration which is about 18 PLN (4,63 Euro)

4. Parent of a child staying in a facility for 5 hours a day or more is obliged to make a monthly payment:

a/ 12 % for one child attending the facility – about 108 PLN, (27,83 Euro)

b/ 10 % for every child – when two children attend the facility– about 90 PLN (23,19 Euro)

c/ 7 % for every child when more than two children attend the facility – about 63 PLN (16,23 Euro)

5. Parent of a disabled child staying in a facility for 5 hours a day or more is obliged to make a monthly payment of 4 % of the binding minimal monthly remuneration which is about 36 PLN ( 9,27 Euro)

In self-governmental kindergartens there is also an extra payment for meals. It amounts to about 80 PLN (20,61 Euro) per month.

Average prices of the extracurricular classes/ per semester: Rhythmic  - 9,7 euro, English classes - 29,8 euro, Dance classes - 12,2 euro, music classes -11,3 euro

	Admission procedures:

Admission procedure in public kindergartens is regulated by the Ministry of Education Decree from 29 of November 2004. According to the decree, in case of a shortage in the number of places in the kindergarten, children are accepted in order of:


Firstly, those children who are obliged to go to kindergarten for a one year pre-school preparation.


Secondly, the children raised by single parents who are disabled (full or partially), parents who are unable to work (full or partially) or parents who are unable to obtain basic subsistence means and also the children from foster families. 

In case of insufficient number of openings one of the last conditions is employment of the parents. 

There are plans to change this method; an electronic admission system will be introduced. A municipal record of the kindergarten will be made which will reduce artificially inflated number of applicants caused by parents applying to several facilities at the same time. Parents will be able to apply to 6 facilities at the same time. The system will verify if a child is eligible for the particular facility. If not, next choices will be checked. Network recruitment will allow assessing which districts of Krakow hale openings shortages.
